Springs at the end of the summer and into the fall. That 

enabled us to offer services to one struggling young 

person as well as provide an equine education clinic to 

Stepping Stone Education Center’s summer camp. We 

are extremely appreciative of Alison and Peace by Piece 

for being so generous with their space and resources 

(Psst… they offer riding lessons to the public, too! 

Then it 

became time for Spirit to branch out and find our own 

space so that we could provide services to more young 

people… Our opportunity came in November. We 

began leasing Rocker Fox Farm in Malvern. Our 

Director gave us use of her pony, Jubie, for 

programming. We acquired another equine instructor 

through Thorncroft, Inc. They donated Romy, one of 

their lesson horses who had outgrown his job at 

Thorncroft, to Spirit Fire Farm. In the month that we’ve 

been at Rocker Fox, we have accepted 3 more youth 

into our program. We are excited about the progress in
